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What is the 
Tobacco Free Stop Sign Initiative?
The Tobacco Free Stop Sign is an initiative to help make places where children play tobacco-free by posting large, red Tobacco Free Stop Signs.  These tobacco-free sites let adults know that using tobacco is not permitted in the area (and gives them resources to contact to help them quit).  Fewer adult role models using tobacco at these places helps decrease youth from starting to smoke or chew.
The actual signs are 18”x 18” aluminum signs available free of charge to qualified groups.
