What are Tobacco Retailer Compliance Checks? 
[image: C:\Documents and Settings\lrf\Local Settings\Temporary Internet Files\Content.Word\ECCs Photo 2 Little girl.jpg]Youth volunteer, adult supervisor and the Tobacco Free Program Coordinator visit stores that sell tobacco to make sure the stores and their employees follow the PA law and don’t sell to youth under 18 years of age.

If a store employee sells tobacco products to youth under 18 years of age, both the store and the employee are cited and face fines and/or have a hearing before a District Judge.


Who can be a part of this initiative?
· Tobacco free youth and adult supervisors 
· Youth must be age 15-16 years

What’s it like going on a check?
· The adult supervisor enters the store first to witness the purchase attempt. 
· The youth then enters and tries to purchase cigarettes. If the clerk asks for ID, an honest answer must be given. 
· If a sale has been made, the Tobacco Free Program Coordinator files a private criminal complaint.
